Public tours will be available on Sunday, April 18, from 12 to 4 p.m., at 

Berth 46. Due to tight security procedures, tours aboard the USS LASSEN are 

limited to the first 500 visitors. Free tickets will be distributed on a first-come, 

first-served basis starting at 11 a.m. in the public parking lot on the corner of 

22nd and Miner streets in San Pedro.  

Visitors are required to show valid government identification before 

signing up for an assigned time slot to receive a ticket. Adults may receive 

two additional tickets for children.
