PORT OF LOS ANGELES
PETERBILT ZE-25 DRAY EXPANSION PROJECT
GRANT AGREEMENT

This Grant Agreement (“Agreement”) is entered into between the City of Los
Angeles, a municipal corporation (“City” or “Harbor Department”), acting by and through
its Board of Harbor Commissioners (“Board”) and MLI LEASING, LLC, a California
corporation (“Grantee”).

RECITALS

A. The Clean Truck Program (CTP), one of the key components of the Clean
Air Action Plan (CAAP), focuses on improving air quality in the ports of Los Angeles and
Long Beach (Ports) by incentivizing the industry to replace older heavy-duty drayage
trucks with lower emission heavy-duty drayage trucks. On November 2, 2017, the Ports
adopted the 2017 CAAP Update, which includes further advancing the CTP to help the
industry phase out older trucks and transition to the CAAP goal of 100% ZE drayage
trucks by 2035, which became a proposed state law requirement in the CARB Advanced
Clean Fleet rulemaking process.

B. On November 4, 2021, the Board adopted a tariff setting a Clean Truck
Fund Rate (CTF Rate) of $10/TEU to be charged on containerized cargo moved by truck
at Harbor Department terminals with Rate exemptions for cargo moved by zero emissions
trucks and low NOx trucks, as defined therein. The Board action included Resolution No.
21-7318, which approved CTF Spending Plan priorities of 100% funding for zero emission
trucks and related infrastructure.

C. On November 23, 2021, the City published a Request for Proposals (“RFP”)
for the Zero Emission Drayage Truck Pilot Program Project (“Project’). After an evaluation
of competitive proposals, Grantee was selected for a $ 3,000,000 million grant award to
deploy Drayage Zero emission trucks, and to be responsible to deliver the PETERBILT
ZE-25 Dray Expansion Project (ZEDEP) Project deliverables for such trucks.

D. The $3,000,000 million grant award under the Zero Emission Drayage Truck
Pilot Program Project will fund a portion of Grantee’s expenditures to purchase zero
emissions trucks from an Original Equipment Manufacturer (‘OEM”) partner (PETERBILT
MOTORS COMPANY) to be operated by Grantee, providing port cargo drayage services
at the Port of Los Angeles and the Port of Long Beach (“Ports”) and , providing required
Project fueling infrastructure, and reporting to City various reports regarding the Project
demonstration performance and experience.

E. Grantee has entered into a Port of Los Angeles Concession Agreement
(“Concession Agreement”), and is a Concessionaire in good standing thereunder.

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NOW, THEREFORE, In consideration of their mutual promises, covenants,
conditions, and the funds awarded under this Agreement, the parties agree as follows:

1. ADDITIONAL DEFINITIONS

In addition to the definitions set forth in the above Preamble and Recitals, the
following terms have the following meanings:

“Concession Agreement” means the Port of Los Angeles Concession
Agreement and any other successor agreement between Grantee and the City
containing the terms and conditions of Grantee’s access to the Harbor
Department’s terminals  for delivery of drayage services under the Clean Trucks
Program.

“Drayage Service” means transporting containers and/or other cargo to or from
marine terminals located in the San Pedro Bay Ports, with the requirement of this
Agreement that at least fifty percent (50%) of Grant Vehicle trips must be to or from
the Port of Los Angeles.

“Drayage Truck” means an in-use On-Road Vehicle with a Gross Vehicle Weight
Rating greater than 33,000 pounds (Class 8) that pulls a trailer or chassis used for
transporting cargo, operating on or transiting through Port Property for the purpose
of loading, unloading or transporting cargo, empty containers or chassis.

“Eligible Grant Vehicle” means a Zero Emission Truck purchased from Peterbilt
Motors Company Trucks North America.

“Grant” means monies conferred upon Grantee by the Los Angeles Harbor
Department for the purchase of zero emissions heavy-duty trucks.

“Grant Vehicle” means the specific vehicle(s) approved by the City for a Grant,
listed in Exhibit A.

“San Pedro Bay Ports” means the Harbor Department’s terminals (Port of Los
Angeles) and the Port of Long Beach.

“Term” means the Agreement period as expressed in Section 3 below.

“Zero Emission Truck” means a Drayage Truck that meets the definition of “Zero
Emission Vehicle” in the CARB Advanced Clean Truck Regulation: “an on-road
vehicle with a drivetrain that produces zero exhaust emission of any criteria
pollutant (or precursor pollutant) or greenhouse gas under any possible operational
modes or conditions.”
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2. CLOSING REQUIREMENTS FOR FUNDING GRANTS FOR GRANT
VEHICLES

A. RFP Response Package. Grantee’'s Proposal dated January 18, 2022 is
incorporated herein by this reference as Exhibit A and Grantee represents and warrants
to the City that all information set forth in the Proposal is complete, true and correct.

B. Grantee Information. Grantee represents and warrants to the City that the
information regarding Grantee in Exhibit A is complete, true and correct, and shall
immediately advise the City in writing if any of such information changes or ceases to be
true and correct.

C. Grant Vehicles. Grantee's Proposal has been approved by the City for grant
funding towards the purchase of the “Grant Vehicles” listed in Exhibit A. Grantee
represents and warrants to the City that the Grant Vehicles are Eligible Grant Vehicles.
The City shall pay to Grantee, a Grant up to a maximum of $300,000 per Grant Vehicle.

D. Certificate of Title — Lienholder Status. Grantee shall cause the “HARBOR
DEPARTMENT, CITY OF LOS ANGELES” to be identified as lienholder on the certificate
of title for all such Grant Vehicle(s) (and the City shall continue to be so named as
lienholder for the Term for such Grant Vehicle), unless the City has agreed to the alternate
arrangement to accommodate Grantee’s financing as provided in Section 2F below.

E. Vehicle Financing. If Grantee shall have obtained, or shall obtain, a loan or
other financing for any portion of the purchase price of any Grant Vehicle, or if any loan
or other obligation shall be secured by any interest in any Grant Vehicle, then Grantee (i)
shall provide a copy of such loan or financing documents to the City , and (ii) shall cause
the lender, financier or secured party to (A) acknowledge the City ’s security interest in
such Grant Vehicle, (B) agree to give notice to the City of any default by Grantee in its
representations, warranties or obligations with respect to such loan, financing or other
obligation, and (C) agree to give notice to the City prior to releasing its security interest in
such Grant Vehicle (upon the release of such security interest, at the City ’s request,
Grantee shall cause the “HARBOR DEPARTMENT, CITY OF LOS ANGELES” to be
identified as lienholder on the certificate of title for such Grant Vehicle and, following any
such request, the “HARBOR DEPARTMENT, CITY OF LOS ANGELES” shall continue to
be so named as lienholder for the remaining Term for such Grant Vehicle); and (iii)
authorizes the City to pay (but with no obligation on the City to pay) each Grant directly
to such lender, financier or secured party.

F. Tax Reporting. Grantee understands that any payment received to fund the
Grant Vehicle under this Agreement are subject to taxation and the City will issue a IRS
Form 1099 to the Grantee/Payee and will report the applicable tax information to the
California Franchise Tax Board and the federal Internal Revenue Service.

3. AGREEMENT TERM
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A. Subject to the provisions of Charter Section 245, the effective date of this
Agreement shall be the date of its execution by the Harbor Department’s Executive
Director upon authorization of the Board (Effective Date). Grantee is aware that the City
Council, pursuant to Charter Section 245 of the City of Los Angeles, has the right to review
this Agreement. Accordingly, in no event shall this Agreement become effective until after
the expiration of the fifth Council meeting day after Board action, or the date of City
Council’'s approval of the Agreement.

B. This Agreement shall be in full force and effect commencing from the date
of execution and shall continue until the earlier of the following occurs:

1. Three (3) years have lapsed from the effective date of this
Agreement;
or

2. The Board of Harbor Commissioners, in its sole discretion,

terminates and cancels all or part of this Agreement for any reason
upon giving to Grantee ten (10) days notice in writing of its election
to cancel and terminate this agreement.

4. OBLIGATIONS OF GRANTEE DURING THE TERM

A. Grantee Scope of Work. GRANTEE shall, to the satisfaction of the City,
obtain those professional, expert and technical services and materials necessary to
complete the demonstration project and reporting requirements set forth in Exhibit B
("Project").

During the term of this Agreement, GRANTEE shall submit a written request to,
and obtain written approval from, the Executive Director or his or her designee to change
or modify the Scope of Work described in Exhibit B. Changes or modifications to Exhibit
B that are not approved and accepted in writing by the Executive Director shall not be
eligible for reimbursement and shall be considered a breach of this Agreement.

B. Drayage Truck Registry and Drayage Service. Grantee shall acquire title
to the Grant Vehicle(s) specified and in accordance with this Agreement, register the
Grant Vehicle(s) in the State of California’s Drayage Truck Registry and the Port Drayage
Truck Registry and place the Grant Vehicle(s) into Drayage Service within ninety (90)
days after the execution date of this Agreement.

C. Drayvage Service Trips to San Pedro Bay Ports. Grantee shall make not
less than fifty (50) annual Drayage Service trips with each Grant Vehicle per year, totaling
not less than one hundred and fifty (150) Drayage Service Trips over the three-year Term,
in compliance with the POLA Tariff No. 4 and requirements. At least fifty percent (50%)
of the Drayage Service trips must be to the Port of Los Angeles, equal to twenty-five (25)
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Port of Los Angeles trips per year and totaling seventy-five (75) Port of Los Angeles trips
over the three (3) year Term.

D. Inspection of Grant Vehicles and Records. Grantee agrees that, for the
Term for each Grant Vehicle, the City or designated representative(s) of the City shall be
allowed to inspect the Grant Vehicle and/or records relating to the Grant Vehicle. Grantee
agrees that, for the Term, it shall maintain adequate records to demonstrate operation of
each Grant Vehicle in accordance herewith. Grantee shall make records available to the
City or designated representative(s) of the City at any time during the Term and for the
period specified in Section 14.

E. California Registration. During the Term, each Grant Vehicle shall have
California base-plated registration. Dual plates, International Registration Plan (IRP), and
any other out-of-state registrations are prohibited.

F. Concession Agreement. At all times during the Term, Grantee shall comply
with all of its obligations under the Concession Agreement between the City and Grantee.

G. Reporting. Grantee shall submit reports on the Grant Vehicle(s) as required
by Exhibit B.

5. MAINTENANCE AND EQUIPMENT WARRANTY

A. Grantee shall deliver to the City a copy of Federal Annual Inspection in
accordance with 49 CFR, Part 396, FMCSR, conducted within twelve months prior to or
one month following the date of purchase of the Grant Vehicle.

B. Grantee is responsible for maintaining the Grant Vehicle in good operating
condition and according to manufacturer's recommendations and in such condition as to
ensure the warranties on the Grant Vehicle remain in effect for the term thereof.

6. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR

Grantee, in the performance of the work required by this Agreement, is an
independent contractor and not an agent or employee of the City. Grantee shall not
represent itself as an agent or employee of the City and shall have no power to bind the
City in contract or otherwise.

7. NO SALE, SUBLEASE OR ASSIGNMENT

Grantee may not assign, sell, lease, transfer, license, or subcontract any rights or
obligations under this Agreement or in any Grant Vehicle to a third party without the prior
written consent of the City until this Agreement and all liabilities and obligations secured
by it have been fully satisfied by Grantee. Ifthe Grantee desires to sell, lease or otherwise
dispose of any interest in any Grant Vehicle for any reason prior to the end of the Term,
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the Grantee shall notify the City and any such sale, lease, or disposition shall be subject
to the prior written consent for the transaction from the City.

8. SECURITY INTEREST

In order to secure the prompt payment and performance by Grantee of all its
obligations hereunder, Grantee hereby grants to the City a continuing security interest in
all of Grantee’s rights, title and interests (whether now owned and existing or hereafter
acquired or arising) in and to each Grant Vehicle and all proceeds and products thereof
and accessions thereto (collectively, the “Collateral”). Grantee shall comply with Sections
2D and 2E regarding causing the Certificate of Title for any Grant Vehicle to list the “City
of Los Angeles Harbor Department” as a lienholder, hereby authorizes the City to file such
financing statements, and take such other actions, as City may require in order to perfect
its security interests in the Collateral.

9. GRANT PAYMENT

A. City shall make grant disbursement to Grantee in the amounts set forth in
Exhibit B. Grantee agrees that timing requirements of the Project may obligate the
Grantee to make expenditures for the Project prior to grant disbursement by City.

B. The maximum amount to be disbursed to Grantee pursuant to this
Agreement shall be Three Million Dollars ($3,000,000), which payments shall be made in
accordance with Exhibit B.

C. Grantee seeking payment shall provide an invoice. Each such invoice shall
be signed by the Grantee and shall include the following certification:

D. Grantee must include on the face of each itemized invoice submitted for
payment its Business Tax Registration Certificate number. No invoice will be processed
for payment by City without this number shown thereon. All invoices due and payable
and found to be in order shall be paid as soon as, in the ordinary course of City business,
the same may be approved, audited and paid.

E. City’s Office of Finance requires the implementation and enforcement of
Los Angeles Municipal Code Section 21.09 et. seq. This section provides that every
person, other than a municipal employee, who engages in any business within City, is
required to obtain the necessary Business Tax Registration Certificate and pay business
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taxes. The City Controller has determined that this Code Section applies to entities that
are doing work for City’s Harbor Department. See https://finance.lacity.org/how-register-
btrc.

F. Grantee shall deliver to the City, the following documents with each invoice
with respect to each Grant Vehicle:

1. Copy of the Final Bill of Sale;

2. Certificate of Title reflecting City as Lienholder, or alternative
provided pursuant to Section 2E for financed vehicles;

3. Vehicle Registration;

4. Copy of Insurance Certificate or other evidence of insurance
satisfactory to the City;

5. Copy of Annual Federal Vehicle Inspection pursuant to Section 3B;
and

6. Copy of Loan or Financing Documents required under Section 2E, if

any portion of the purchase price of the Grant Vehicle was financed.

Grantee shall provide to the City such other documents and information as the City
may reasonably request in order to fund the Grant and verify compliance with this
Agreement. All invoices are subject to audit.

G. For payment and processing, all invoices should be submitted as requested
by Environmental Management Division project manager upon agreement execution.

10. EMISSION REDUCTION CREDITS

Any emissions reduction credits generated by the Grant Truck or work performed
pursuant to this Agreement cannot be used or claimed by any Grantee or OEM for any
purpose. Any such emission reduction credit(s) are the exclusive property of the City and
Grantee agrees to take any necessary action to facilitate this requirement.

11. DEFAULT

The occurrence of any of the following shall constitute a default by the Grantee
hereunder (each, a “Default”):

A. Any Grant Vehicle being declared a total loss, stolen or non-operational
such that Grantee is unable to perform the Drayage Service Trips required under this
Agreement;

B. Failure of Grantee to timely complete or comply with any requirement under
this Agreement, including without limitation: (i) acquiring title to any Grant Vehicle and
listing the City of Los Angeles as lienholder on the Certificate of Title, (ii) registering any
Grant Vehicle in the State or Port Drayage Truck Registry; (i) commencing any Grant
Vehicle into Drayage Service at the San Pedro Bay Ports; (iv) submission of any required
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documentation such as bill of sale, vehicle registration, proof of insurance or certificate of
title listing City as lienholder; (v) making the required 150 Drayage Service trips per Grant
Vehicle within the three-year Term (as required in Section 4C);

C. Grantee assigns, sells, leases, transfers, licenses, or subcontracts any
rights or obligations under this Agreement or in any Grant Vehicle to a third party without
the prior written consent of the City until this Agreement and all liabilities and obligations
secured by it have been fully satisfied by Grantee;

D. Failure to use the Grant funds to acquire the Grant Vehicle in accordance
with this Agreement, or any iliegal or improper use of Grant funds provided hereunder;

E. Failure of Grantee to maintain or submit documentation or reports in a timely
manner or if any documentation or report provided is materially incorrect or incomplete;

F. Any representation, warranty or statement made by Grantee herein or in
connection herewith is false or misleading in any material respect;

G. Any “Default’ under, and as defined in, the Concession Agreement between
the City and Grantee shall have occurred; and

H. Any default by Grantee under any loan or other obligation secured by any
interest in any Grant Vehicle.

12. PROCEDURE AND REMEDIES FOR DEFAULT

A. Enforcement Procedures. The following procedures shall apply in the
event the City issues a Notice of Default to Grantee:

1. The Harbor Department’s Executive Director, or any employee of
the Harbor Department designated by the Executive Director, may
issue a Notice of Default to a Grantee whenever there is reason to
believe that the Grantee has breached this Agreement or
committed an event of Default as defined in Section 11, above.

2. A Notice of Default shall be in writing, signed by the Executive
Director or his/her designee, state in detail the nature of the Default,
state the cure period and terms of cure, the remedy that may be
imposed if the Default is not cured within the time permitted and not
properly contested as permitted herein, and shall be delivered by first
class mail, overnight courier delivery or personal delivery to the
Grantee’s address provided in Exhibit A or updated address
provided pursuant to this Agreement.
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3. The Executive Director has authority to modify or waive remedies for
Grantee’s Default. The decision of the Executive Director, in his or
her complete discretion, shall be final.

B. Remedies. Remedies for Grantee’s Default, to be determined at the
discretion of the Harbor Department’s Executive Director, include but are not limited to:

1. Recovery of any or all of the Grant funds provided hereunder;

2. Suspension or cancellation of this Agreement (with no prejudice to
any rights or remedies of the City with respect to any Defaulits);

Sl A ban on the Grantee’s ability to participate in the Clean Trucks
Program or future grants or incentive programs of the City;

4, Repossession of each Grant Vehicle;

5. An event of default may be declared under the Concession
Agreement between the City and Grantee; and

6. Such other rights and remedies that the City may have (as a secured

party or otherwise) under applicable law or in equity.

In no event shall any grant payment by the City constitute a waiver by the City of
any breach of this Agreement or any Default, which may then exist on the part of Grantee.
Neither shall such payment impair or prejudice any remedy available to the City with
respect to the breach or Default. The rights and remedies of the City under this
Agreement, the Concession Agreement and all other agreements shall be cumulative.
No exercise by the City of one right or remedy shall be deemed an election. No delay by
the City shall constitute a waiver, election, or acquiescence by it. A failure of the City to
enforce the Agreement upon a breach or default shall not waive the breach or default or
any other breach or default. All waivers shall be in writing.

13. INDEMNIFICATION

Except for the sole negligence or willful misconduct of the City, or any of its Boards,
Officers, Agents, Employees, Assigns and Successors in Interest, Grantee undertakes
and agrees to defend, indemnify and hold harmless the City and any of its Boards,
Officers, Agents, Employees, Assigns, and Successors in Interest from and against all
suits and causes of action, claims, losses, demands and expenses, including, but not
limited to, attorney's fees (both in house and outside counsel) and cost of litigation
(including all actual litigation costs incurred by the City , including but not limited to, costs
of experts and consultants), damages or liability of any nature whatsoever, for death or
injury to any person, including Grantee’s employees and agents, or damage or
destruction of any property of either party hereto or of third parties, arising in any manner
by reason of the negligent acts, errors, omissions or willful misconduct incident to the
performance of this Agreement by Grantee or its subcontractors of any tier. Rights and
remedies available to the City under this provision are cumulative of those provided for
elsewhere in this Agreement and those allowed under the laws of the United States, the
State of California, and the City of Los Angeles.
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14. RECORD KEEPING

Grantee shall maintain records sufficient to provide, on an annual basis,
information regarding Drayage Service Trips, insurance, vehicle maintenance, Grant
Application, Grant award, this Agreement, reporting requirements and any other available
information that may be reasonably necessary to determine Grantee’s compliance with
this Agreement for at least one (1) year after the later of satisfaction of all Grantee
obligations hereunder for such Grant Vehicle or termination of this Agreement. Records
shall be readily available and accessible to the City or its designated representative upon
request for the purposes of auditing compliance.

15. NOTICES

In all cases where written notice is to be given under this Agreement, service shall
be deemed sufficient if said notice is deposited in the United States mail, postage prepaid.
When so given, such notice shall be effective from the date of mailing of the same. For
the purposes hereof, unless otherwise provided by notice in writing from the respective
parties, all notices to the Grantee shall be addressed to it at the Business Address set
forth in Exhibit A and all notices to the City shall be addressed to: Clean Truck Program
— Grant Administrator, Los Angeles Harbor Department, Environmental Management
Division-4th Floor, 425 S. Palos Verdes St. San Pedro, California 90731. Nothing herein
contained shall preclude or render inoperative service of such notice in the manner
provided by law.

16. GOVERNING LAW; VENUE

This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws
of the State of California, without reference to the conflicts of law, rules and principles of
such State. The parties agree that all actions or proceedings arising in connection with
this Agreement shall be tried and litigated exclusively in the State or Federal courts
located in the County of Los Angeles, State of California, in the judicial district required
by court rules.

17. SEVERABILITY

It is understood that if a court holds a specific provision within this Agreement
invalid, the remaining provisions of this Agreement continue in effect.

18. COMPLIANCE WITH APPLICABLE LAWS

Grantee shall at all times in the performance of its obligations comply with all
applicable laws, statutes, ordinances, rules and regulations, and with the reasonable
requests and directions of Executive Director.

19. COUNTERPART EXECUTION

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This Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts, each of which
shall constitute an original, but all of which taken together shall constitute but one and the
same agreement. Not less than two (2) counterpart originals of this Agreement shall be
signed by each of the parties hereto, with one (1) such original to be delivered to, and
retained by, Grantee and all other originals to be delivered to, and retained by, the City.

20. ENTIRE AGREEMENT; AMENDMENTS

This Agreement constitutes the entire Agreement between Grantee and the City
with respect to the subject matter hereof and supersedes all previous negofiations,
proposals, commitments, writings, advertisements, publications, and understandings of
any nature whatsoever unless expressly included in this Agreement. No amendment to
this Agreement shall be effective unless in writing and signed by the City and Grantee.

21. NO THIRD-PARTY BENEFICIARIES

This Agreement is being entered into solely for the benefit of the City and Grantee,
and no other person, firm, corporation, or entity shall be deemed an intended third-party
beneficiary of this Agreement.

22, EXHIBITS: ARTICLES

All schedules and exhibits to which reference is made in this Agreement are
deemed incorporated in this Agreement, whether or not actually attached. To the extent
the terms of an exhibit conflict with or appear to conflict with the terms of the body of the
Agreement, the terms of the body of the Agreement shall control

23. CONFLICTS RESOLVED in FAVOR of this AGREEMENT

Should there be any conflict between the Grantee’s RFP Proposal (Exhibit A) and
this Agreement, it shall be resolved in favor of this Agreement.

MLI Leasing, LLC (MLI), Mayor West Coast, LLC (MWC), and Peterbilt, a division of PACCAR, are
pleased to present this letter and the following proposal to the Port of Los Angeles for your consideration
for the Zero Emissions Drayage Truck Pilot Program. We are requesting funding of $3,000,000 for 10
Model 579EV units, which represents 46.5 % of our total estimated project cost of $6,446,569.33. Another
$2,725,565.33 (42.3%) is planned to be covered by other incentive programs. In addition to the 10 funded
by this program, 2 more 579EV units will be purchased.

MLI and MWC have been serving the Ports of Los Angeles and Long Beach with class-8 tractors since
2003, growing from just one unit to more than 50 units and 48 employee drivers in 2022. Michael Mayor,
President of MLl and MWC, has been a member of the California Trucking Association and previously
served as the Vice President of the Harbor Trucking Association. MLl and MWC are 100% minority
owned and operated.

in 2020, Mayor took his first steps towards zero emissions and were awarded $400,000 through the
Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program (Prop 1B) towards the replacement of 2 diesel units with
electric trucks. More recently, they have applied for funding to replace an additional 14 diesel units with
low NOx compressed natural gas (CNG) trucks. In August 2021, Hector Castillo, MBA, was hired
specifically to lead the zero emission and low NOXx focus of MLI. These early efforts make it clear that
Mayor's growing companies are serious about clean air in California, especially in the Port of LA.

Peterbilt, MLI's team member, is equally as excited and focused on progressing zero emission
technologies. Peterbilt has the earliest production offerings of on-road zero emission tractors and there
are already Peterbilt Model 579EV trucks serving the Ports of California. With 10 at the Port of Oakland
and one, soon to be followed by four more, at the Port of Long Beach, Peterbilt is leading the charge for
zero emissions in trucking. Peterbilt has many team members dedicated to their zero emission offerings,
including a dedicated grant writer, Dusty Garland, CPA, their National Account Manager of Alternative
Powertrain, Matt Wetta, and many engineers to support current product and continue development of
future zero emission solutions.

Both MLI and Peterbilt will greatly benefit from the dealer support of Rush Truck Centers (Rush). The
trucks will be sold out of Rush Truck Center of Los Angeles by David Schafer and Dale Snowden. Rush is
currently preparing the dealership for fleet electrification by installing EVSE and training technicians. Rush
has a dedicated team of EV specialists that will oversee the implementation of this project. Director of
Sustainability Solutions and Public Policy, Lacy Robertson, and their Director of EV Development, Colter
Souser, have been instrumental in helping several customers begin their transition to electric vehicles and
will be great assets to the team as Mayor moves forward on the path to zero emissions.

MLI Leasing, LLC and our supporting partners are excited to support the Port of Los Angeles and their
zero emission efforts by applying for the Zero Emission Drayage Truck Pilot Program. We appreciate your
consideration of our proposal and look forward to answering any questions you may have.

Dusty
spent most of those years in accounting, reporting monthly, quarterly, and annual results for
various departments. Since 2020, Dusty has been responsible for identifying and helping
customers secure funding for Peterbilt's zero emission vehicles. In 2021, customers and dealers
were awarded nearly $10 million through Dusty and the Peterbilt team’s efforts, and several
more applications are currently being considered for award. Several of these grants were
through the North Central Texas Council of Government on behalf of PACCAR, for which Dusty
submits status update reports each month. Dusty has a BBA and MBA from the University of
North Texas.

Now, in the role of National Account Manager for Alternative Powertrain, the
culmination of those experiences allows Matt to help customers make wise purchase decisions
through a technical and forward-thinking approach.

Rush Truck Centers (Rush) — Rush is Peterbilt's Dealer Partner that provides Peterbilt
customers best-in-class service and support throughout North America. Rush will provide such
support to MLI, as it has for countless customers over the years. Rush has 139 locations across
the United States, with 3 locations less than 60 miles from MLI, including Rush Truck Center,
Los Angeles which is just 19 miles from MLI.

For electrification readiness and government funding experience, Rush is at the top of the list for
dealers. Rush Truck Centers around the country have already begun installing electric vehicle
supply equipment (EVSE) and training technicians and sales staff to support electric vehicles.

Rush’s dedicated team of EV specialists include Lacy Robertson, Director of Sustainability
Solutions and Public Policy, and Colter Souser, Director of EV Development. Lacy has 15 years
of experience managing funding opportunities and reporting for low NOx and zero emission
solutions in trucking and has a Bachelor of Science, Policy Planning & Development from the
University of Southern California. Colter Souser joined Rush in 2021 to spearhead Rush's
electrification strategy. Prior to joining Rush, Colter worked at Peterbilt for 10 years, most
recently as an Engineer where he supported customers from both a technical and sales
perspective.
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Program Experience

Over the last few years, MLI has taken several significant steps towards transitioning to zero
and low emission trucks through funding programs offered in California. In 2020, MLI was
awarded $400,000 towards the replacement of two diesels by zero emission units through Bay
Area Air Quality Management District's (BAAQMD) Goods Movement Emission Reduction
Project (Prop 1B). Then, in 2021, MLI applied to replace 14 additional units with low NOx
compressed natural gas (CNG) trucks through the Carl Moyer Program. The applications for
Carl Moyer are currently undergoing final review.

in addition to Mayor’s progress towards lowering emissions in the Los Angeles area, MWC hires
and trains quality drivers who take safety seriously. As shown on their SAFER Company
Snapshot (Appendix 6), Mayor had zero fatalities, zero injuries, and just one tow in the last two
years.

Peterbilt Motors has been a part of several large-scale demonstration projects in recent years,
including the Department of Energy’s SuperTruck 1 and SuperTruck 2, and PACCAR was
recently awarded as the lead applicant for SuperTruck 3 (Appendix 7). Additionally, Peterbilt has
been a partner in awards for the Heavy-Duty Drayage Trucks Demonstration through GGRF
funds and South Coast Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD) and the Zero- and Near
Zero-Emission Freight Facilities Project (ZANZEFF).

Each of these projects has required extensive reporting throughout the demonstration process,
including mileage, geographic tracking, fuel usage, progress towards technology development,
improvements in fuel efficiency, and other technical data. In addition to monthly or quarterly
reporting, each of these projects required a final report detailing the statistical data over the life
of the demonstration, results of the project, and lessons learned for the future.

Truck Operations and Capabilities

MLI owns a mix of 40 model year 2010-2016 Volvo and International diesel class 8 units,
operated by MWC, for drayage operations into the Port of LA. On average, each truck
completes two trips per day into the Port of LA, operating 250 days per year. Using telematics
data available on these units, the following route data was obtained:

The domicile location of MLI’s fleet and the route to Port of LA
is within a SB535 Disadvantaged Community. The site is well
within the 25-mile target of this RFP as the round-trip South
from 14800 S Spring St in Gardena, CA to the Port of Los
Angeles is just 37 miles total. The average load transported is
37,403 Ibs. The Peterbilt Model 579EV is capable of 150
miles, as proven through extensive testing at the PACCAR
Technical Center (PTC) in Mt. Vernon, WA (see below).

At PACCAR'’s state of the art testing facility,
Peterbilt 579EVs were run in a climactic
chassis dynamometer to evaluate
preliminary range capability at varying
temperatures using an average customer
use cycle. These tests were run at an
average G.C.W of 64,000 Ibs., although the
579EV is capable of more than 80,000 Ibs.
G.C.W. Testing was completed at
temperatures between -4°F and 120°F, with
the HVAC being fully utilized to heat and cool
the cab at both extremes.
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579EV in testing at the PACCAR Technical Center.
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As a reference, the coldest day in downtown Los Angeles in 2021 was 39°F (December 15™
and the warmest was 94°F (September 5t and 21%t) (Appendix 8). As the above graph shows,
from 0°C / 32°F to 49°C / 120°F, the 579EV is more than capable of performing the two 37-mile

round trips per day to and from the Port of LA.

Project Scope and Schedule

MLI Leasing, LLC and Peterbilt understand the
importance of a successful launch, and the approach to
this project will be focused there, on guaranteeing
success. Through a thoughtful, conservative approach,
and support by MLI, Peterbilt, and Rush, we intend to
show that zero emission trucks are not only feasible in
the drayage market, but rather are beneficial for
businesses and the community alike.
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A successful project should include deploying trucks in an application and route that allows for
plenty of margin between the new technology’s capabilities and the requirements of the job. A
successful project should be supported at every turn, ensuring all partners committed to the
success of the fleet, the technology, the community, and Port of Los Angeles and your goals. It
should include a timeline that is achievable but pushes forward in earnest. Lastly, success
means garnering support for a larger movement towards zero emission freight, especially in the
drayage market.

Starting the Process

The following plan assumes MLI is awarded
the full $3,000,000 towards the purchase of
10 Peterbilt 579EV tractors. This plan would
scale accordingly if a lesser amount is
awarded.

Immediately following an executed contract
with the City of LA for the award amount of
$3,000,000, the following actions will be
taken by MLI Leasing, LLC and Mayor West

Coast, LLC:

MLI Leasing, LLC will place an order for 12 Peterbilt 579EV tractors through Rush Truck
Centers. This number includes the 10 for which MLI is requesting $3,000,000 of funding,
as well as 2 additional units for which no funding is being requested from the City of LA
through this proposal. This process will be supported by Dave Schafer, Dale Snowden,
and Colter Souser from Rush and Matt Wetta from Peterbilt.

MLI Leasing, LLC will work with Rush Truck Centers to apply for HVIP Vouchers for all
12 drayage units, to be put on the waitlist until the next round of funding comes
available. This process will be supported by Lacy Robertson from Rush and Dusty
Garland from Peterbilt.

Michael Mayor will notify the lessor of the property at which the trucks are domiciled of
the award and that infrastructure and site construction will begin. The lessor is aware of
MLI’s proposal submission for this RFP. Additionally, Michael Mayor will work with the
lessor to extend the existing lease to accommodate requirements of Southern California
Edison’s Charge Ready Program. This process will be led by Michael Mayor and Hector
Castillo.

MLI Leasing, LLC will select an infrastructure partner. MLI has already received
preliminary cost proposals and site evaluations from two separate providers. This
process will be led by Hector Castillo.

MLI Leasing, LLC will make their financing institutions aware of the project beginning, to
ensure the smooth continuance and cash flow in all phases of the project. This process
will be led by Michael Mayor.

Mayor West Coast, LLC will print and post copies, in conspicuous places at MLI and
MWC, of the language required on page 37 of the RFP regarding equal benefits. This
process will be led by Hector Castillo.
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Truck and Charger Production

After notification and approvals from the entities listed above, the infrastructure phase of the
project will begin. Upon approval from Southern California Edison to move forward with the
Charger Ready Program, an order will be placed for 6 120kWh ABB chargers. The details of the
infrastructure phase will be further discussed in the section “Infrastructure Plan and Timeline”
(Page 12).

A major strength of this proposal is Peterbilt's production of battery electric vehicles, as it has
already begun. Peterbilt produced and delivered the first 520EV and 220EV in 2021. The first
Phase Il 579EV is being delivered in January 2022. Build rates for electric vehicles are expected
to increase as Peterbilt progresses through 2022. Based on the current order backlog and
production schedule, Peterbilt can deliver trucks 8-9 months after the order is received. Since
infrastructure permitting and buildouts can take a year or more, we expect truck production wili
not be the pacing item for this project.

Prior to delivering trucks to the customer, Rush Truck Centers will receive the trucks and
perform pre-delivery inspections to ensure all components are in working order. After '
satisfactory inspections, the truck will be delivered and invoiced to MLI Leasing, LLC.

PACCAR charger lead times are between 21 and 25 weeks, as is expected for most chargers at
this time. Like the truck builds, the chargers are not expected to be the pacing items.
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Truck Deployment & EVSE Commissioning

Upon completion of the infrastructure build, installation of chargers, and delivery of trucks, all 12
trucks (10 funded through this project and 2 additional purchased) will be deployed to 14800 S
Spring St. in Gardena, CA. MWC will assure all trucks are placed on the Port Registry and all
proper documentation has been obtained to operate the vehicles.

Then the trucks will be connected to chargers and Mayor will assure:

1. The chargers and trucks are communicating properly, and the truck is taking charge.

2. The charge management software is communicating that the chargers are connected
and producing charge.

3. The truck telematics software is communicating the geographic location, state of charge,
and that the trucks are currently charging.

Members of the Rush Truck Centers and
Peterbilt teams will come on site to instruct
drivers on the features of their battery
electric trucks, including safety features
and requirements, settings for regenerative
breaking, and standard operational Nir ] : . _ '|
information. Then the trucks will be placed  Ji& | j
in service.

Upon deployment, the trucks will begin operating on the 37-mile round-trip between Gardena
and the Port of LA, running the route twice each day as is done with today’s diesel units. The
new zero emission trucks are expected to maintain the same delivery schedules and routes,

operating between 4:00 AM and 11:00 PM on weekdays.

Trucks can be charged between trips if needed but will have time to charge during the off period
between 11:00 PM and 4:00 AM. Using this time window should benefit MLI with lower
electricity rates overnight as well as the local utility and community by charging at a time when
demand on the grid is lower. Travelling 75 miles total on the two trips per day, the trucks will be
using approximately 50% of their battery capacity, leaving plenty of margin for unanticipated
stops or traffic, and helping ensure a successful launch. Charging during the off period at
50kW/hour will take approximately 4 hours to return for batteries to reach 100%.
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Support and Reporting
Once the trucks and chargers are deployed, MLl and MWC will have the full support of Peterbilt
and Rush Truck Centers to maximize uptime of the units.

Peterbilt's warranty (Appendix 15) to MLI Leasing, LLC will include Basic Vehicle, 12V batteries,
and cab, hood, sleeper, and frame paint coverage of 12 months or 100,000 miles. Major
components will be covered for 3 years or 300,000 miles and frame gussets and crossmembers
covered for 5 years or 500,000 miles. Modems, antennas, and related remote diagnostics
equipment is covered for 2 years, without regard to mileage.

Batteries and the energy storage system will be warrantied for 5 years or 500,000 miles or 80%
state of charge, as determined by connecting a designated service tool. EControl components,
eAccesory systems, ePowertrain, and the eAxle are all covered for 3 years or 300,000 miles. All
other battery electric powertrain systems will be covered for 1 year or 100,000 miles.

All vehicle service, including warranty claims, will go through Rush Truck Center, Los Angeles.
Rush’s technicians will evaluate any issues, consult with Peterbilt’s service or engineering
teams if needed, develop a solution, and return the vehicles to service as quickly as possible.

It should be noted that trucks are expected to experience less need for maintenance compared
to diesel units, as many components requiring maintenance on diesel trucks are not present on
battery electric vehicles. This reduction of maintenance includes no oil changes, no valves, no
DEF, no transmission fluid due to the eAxle design, and reduced wear on brakes because of the
ability to use regenerative breaking to stop.

Reporting will be completed by Hector Castillo and Michael Mayor with MLI throughout the
project, with the support of Dusty Garland from Peterbilt and Lacy Robertson from Rush Truck
Centers throughout the life of the project. Reports will be submitted monthly for the first 12
months, and quarterly for the two years following. Data to be reported includes:

A final report with cumulative
data as well as a qualitative summary will be provided at the end of th'_e three-year period.

Infrastructure Plan and Timeline

In 2021, MLI began the process of engaging infrastructure designers and engineers to evaluate
their site for vehicle charging capabilities. MLI has received preliminary quotes from D'Alfonso
Corp (Appendix 9) and Morgner Construction Management. Upon an executed contract for this
award, ML will choose and enter into an agreement with an infrastructure provider.

The expected location of new installation of infrastructure and charging equipment is 14800 S
Spring St. in Gardena, CA. Mayor West Coast, LLC has an executed lease (Appendix 10 -
relevant lease documents have been provided, but the full lease is available on request) with
the landowner, Bernice E. Dreyfus Survivor's Trust. Michael Mayor has also received the
support of the landowner (Appendix 11) for moving forward with this grant proposal and project.

Through Morgner Construction Management, the utility provider, Southern California Edison has

confirmed they will be able to upgrade the site and provide adequate power to support the
infrastructure required (Appendix 12).
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Infrastructure Plan

Upon executing a contract with the Port and City of LA for this project, the following
infrastructure plan and charger installation would be carried out.
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To support the 12 Peterbilt Model 579EV units being deployed at MWC'’s site, 6 120kWh ABB
chargers would be installed. Each charger has 2 CCS-1 ports, allowing for parallel charging at
up to 60kWhitruck when 2 trucks are charging simultaneously This rate of 60 kwWh would allow
trucks to fully recover charge used during 2 37-mile round trips, even if restricted to charging
during the off period between 11:00 PM and 4:00 AM. Also, a single truck can charge at up to
120kWh if needed, which could charge one truck from completely empty to 100% in just 3.3
hours.

To begin this work will require coordination with Southern California Edison and the City of LAto
obtain permits and approvals for construction. A complete load schedule, singleline diagram,
and site plan will be sent to SCE for approval. Once SCE approves this design, a complete
design package would be submitted to the City’s building and safety department for plancheck
and permit approval. Approval by SCE is expected to take 1-2 months, followed by 1-2 more
months for City approval.

The ABB 120kWh charger requires 480V 3-Phase power capable of operating at 200A
(Appendix 13). Southern California Edison has confirmed with Morgner Construction that the
site is capable of being upgraded to accommodate such requirements. However, the site will
require trenching from the main power lines, the addition of a 3000A main switchboard with
concrete pad, and all associated conduit wires (shown below). Procuring the materials needed
is expected to take 3-4 months after permits have been completed. Once materials are on hand,
construction can begin and is expected last 3-4 months.

SCOPE OF WORK

This Agreement is part of the ZE 25 Program, which is intended to sponsor pilot
demonstrations of ZE drayage trucks in critical local drayage operations at the Port of
Los Angeles. As described in MLI Leasing, LLC’s (Grantee) Proposal (Exhibit A),
Grantee shall purchase, deploy, and demonstrate in drayage service twelve (12) of Zero
Emission drayage trucks. Grantee will be responsible for ensuring that the project team,
consisting of the Licensed Motor Carrier(s) and Original Equipment Manufacturer(s)
described in Grantee’s Proposal, meets the following requirements throughout the
duration of the Agreement.

1. Project Partner Obligations

must be a Port of Los Angeles Concessionaire in good standing and
registered in the Ports Drayage Truck Registry (PDTR). Project trucks
shall, in addition to being registered in the PDTR: have a valid, activated,
and properly registered radio-frequency identification tag in advance of
deployment.

(with Harbor Department as additional insured) as part of their fleet. The
Harbor Department shall be listed as Lienholder while Agreement
obligations remain outstanding.

2. Demonstration Guidelines

Grantee will be required to operate and report on the deployed trucks in

100% of participating truck hours of operation must be spent servicing port
drayage.

A deployment report shall be submitted upon the commencement of
demonstration of all trucks described in the Proposal.

Monthly reporting for the first year of the demonstration period shall be
required of the project leader.

A demonstration summary report will be required at the end of the full
demonstration period.

A final report will be required at the end of the 3-year commitment. Reporting
guidelines are described in Section 2.2.4 below.

Project trucks will be expected to average at a minimum of fifty (50) revenue
service drayage trips to the ports per year of demonstration, for a total of one
hundred fifty (150) trips over the Term.

3. REPORTING GUIDELINES

Grantee will be responsible for submission of all required reporting to City according
to the guidelines described here and Estimated Schedule below.

A. DEPLOYMENT REPORT

A deployment report shall be submitted upon the commencement of demonstration of
all described in Exhibit A. This report will include proof of receipt of all described in
Exhibit A, planned shift utilization and anticipated routes for each truck, and description
of the final charging/fueling plan.

B. INTERIM REPORTS

Following the deployment report, Grantee shall submit interim reports to City on a
monthly basis for the first year of demonstration. Each report submitted to City shall
include the following data on the demonstration of the deployed trucks for the preceding
month of operation:

Reports will be required to be submitted monthly for the first twelve (12)
months of operation and quarterly through the remainder of the contract. Each annual
report for the Grant Vehicle is due within thirty (30) days following each Effective Date.

C. FINAL REPORT
A final report covering the entire project shall be submitted at the end of the project
including all above information and a qualitative summary of the performance and
overall LMC experience.

4. LABOR PEACE AGREEMENT

As a condition precedent to any award (which award is subject to applicable law,
including but not limited to CEQA), the selected participating LMC(s) shall, in the
timeframe set forth below shall sign a Labor Peace Agreement (LPA) with a labor
organization as defined by 29 USC Section 152(5) that represents the employees of the
proposer, or, if no labor organization represents the LMC’s employees, any labor
organization that seeks to represent employees at the premises to be covered by the
contract. A selected LMC with employees represented by a labor organization shall
have 30 days to sign an LPA from the time the Harbor Department staff informs the
proposal team that it has been selected. If the selected LMC’s employees are not
represented by a labor organization and before the Harbor Board’s approval of the
contract(s), a labor organization informs the selected LMC of its intent to represent the
workers, then the Harbor Board’s consideration of the contract shall be delayed until the
selected LMC signs an LPA, which the selected LMC must sign within 30 days from the
time the labor organization informs the selected LMC of its intent to represent the



workers. If the selected LMC fails to sign an LPA within the allotted 30 days, its
proposal shall be deemed non-responsive to the RFP.

If after the Harbor Board approves this contract a labor organization informs the
selected LMC(s) of its interest in representing the LMC’s workers, the LMC shall sign an
LPA with that labor organization within 30 days of the time the labor organization first
informed the selected LMC(s) of its interest in representing the LMC’s workers. Failure
to sign an LPA within the allotted time shall constitute a material breach of the contract.

The LPA shall prohibit the labor organizations and their members from engaging in
picketing, work stoppages, boycotts or other economic interference with entities
conducting business on the premises for the duration of the contract.
