since February 2005.  User Agreement E-6412 by and between the 
Archdiocese of Los Angeles Education & Welfare Corporation 
(Archdiocese) and the Harbor Department granted the Harbor Department 
occupancy and use of that location for a two-year period in order to 
install, operate and service air quality monitoring equipment.  That 
Agreement expired on September 13, 2009, and renewal of the agreement 
remains pending, although the Archdiocese has allowed the Harbor 
Department to continue to operate the monitoring station at that location.  
Further, the Harbor Department’s Air Quality Monitoring Program is 
ongoing and therefore ongoing occupancy and use of the Saint Peter and 
Paul School location is desired.   
The proposed Lease Agreement (Agreement) with the Archdiocese is 
retroactive to September 14, 2009, and would afford  the Harbor 
Department use of the Saint Peter and Paul School monitoring site 
through September 12, 2010, with the option for the Executive Director, 
with concurrence from the Archdiocese, to extend the Agreement for two 
additional one-year periods.  The compensation rate for the first year is 
$1,700 per month, for an annual Agreement cost of $20,400.  The rent 
during the first extended term would be $1,800 per month, and the rent 
during the second extended term would be $1,900 per month.   The 
Executive Director and the Archdiocese have executed the documents 
necessary to exercise the first-year option effective upon execution of the 
Agreement.

SUMMARY: On December 6, 2007, the Board of Harbor Commissioners 
(Board) certified the Final Environmental Impact Report 
(EIR)/Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) for the Berth 136-147 (TraPac) 
Container Terminal and approved the TraPac Project. Subsequent to that 
project approval, certain entities, individuals, and organizations (TraPac 
Appellants) appealed the certification/project approval to the Los Angeles 
City Council under the provisions of the California Environmental Quality 
Act (CEQA). On April 3, 2008, the Board approved a Memorandum of 
Understanding (MOU) between the City of Los Angeles (City) and the 
TraPac Appellants(Transmittal No. 1 – Exhibit 2). The MOU provides for 
settlement of the appeals and creation of a Port Community Mitigation 
Trust Fund (PCMTF) to be operated by a Nonprofit entity (Nonprofit) 
established for the purpose of overseeing grants from the PCMTF. Since 
July 2010, we have provided updates to the Board as to the issues among 
the parties. The majority of the issues have been resolved with two 
exceptions which are discussed below.  In addition, language provided by 
the State Lands Commission has not been accepted and State Lands 
Commission staff has objected to the current language; however, the City 
of Los Angeles Harbor Department (Harbor Department) staff is 
comfortable with the language in the documents as currently written. The 
Office of the City Attorney supports the language proposed by the State 
Lands Commission, but will accept the port’s current language without 
the edits.
